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Fill a boot  
 
Nice and simple Ð leave a welly in the church (preferably a nice clean one!) and 
challenge the congregation to fill it with coins by harvest. Every donation 
counts, so young children especially can enjoy rooting about the back of the 
sofa for lost coppers!

HereÕs a range of fundraising ideas to inspire people of all ages in your congregation this 
Harvest Festival. Mix and match those activities that appeal, adapt them as you wish, or come 
up with some new ways to raise funds Ð itÕs entirely up to you how you choose to help Give 
Poverty the Boot this harvest, just get stuck in and have some fun! 

 
 

W elly decorat ing compet it ion 
 
Decorate a pair of wellies, or a drawing of one, 
and see whose is the best. For real wellies, you 
can get stuck in with paints and fabrics and even 
create some giant Ôwelly-artÕ by walking in paint 
and then onto large sheets of paper. For welly 
drawings, you can get super arty with pens, 
pencils, crayons, glitter, glue, tissue paper and so 
on. The outline is available to download from the 
online resource centre. Perhaps you could hold 
an auction at the end and invite the congregation 
to bid on your works of art!  
 

W elly spor ts 
 
Wellies donÕt just keep your feet dry when splashing in 
puddles Ð oh no, the humble welly is also the inspiration 
for some sporty games! Traditional welly-wanging is 
great fun Ð you simply fling your welly as far as you can 
by kicking your foot (if youÕre a spectator, beware the 
skies raining wellies!). Tie a bit of string to the top of 
two wellies and you have welly Ôhigh jumpÕ, then 
suspend the same wellies on poles and you have Ôwelly 
limboÕ. Finally, try a spot of football wearing wellies or 
create a welly obstacle course to navigate on a bike. 
You can raise money through all these activities by 
sponsorship or by entry fees.  
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W ear wellies to church 
 
Just as schools and offices hold non-uniform 
days for charity, your congregation could 
have one for FARM-Africa and invite people 
to come to church in their wellies, or any 
other kind of boot. And to make sure no 
mucky boots enter the nice clean church, 
people could donate a little at the door to 
get a welly wash (think charity car wash on a 
much smaller scale!).  
 

Scarecrow compet it ion 
 
Grab some old wellies, some clothes set 
aside for jumble, an old pillowcase, some hay 
or dead leaves, some sticks and Ð hey presto 
Ð a scarecrow! Each participant pays an entry 
fee, and then in teams you build the 
scarecrows. The best scarecrow wins a prize, 
and your church can donate the scarecrows 
to local farmers. Alternatively, you could do a 
scarecrow relay Ð the first member of a team 
has to get the scarecrow outfit on and race 
down the field to the next member, who 
must don the outfit, and so on. A little bit of 
fun with a harvest theme! 
 

 
 

Take a r ide with Farmer Giles 
 
Do you know any friendly farmers? Much in 
the style of a hayride, perhaps you could 
charge for rides on a farmerÕs tractor or 
trailer. Children aged 1 to 101 are bound to 
enjoy this activity!
